Christopher Columbus (1451 –1506) was an Italian explorer and navigator from the 
Republic of Genoa who completed four Spanish-based voyages across the Atlantic 
Ocean sponsored by the Catholic Monarchs, opening the way for the widespread 
European exploration and European colonization of the Americas. His expeditions 
were the first known European contact with the Caribbean and Central and South 
America.
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Sir Francis Drake (1540 – 1596) was an English explorer and privateer best known for his circumnaviga
tion of the world in a single expedition between 1577 and 1580. This was the first English circumnaviga
tion, and third circumnavigation overall. He is also known for participating in the early English slaving 
voyages of his cousin, Sir John Hawkins, and John Lovell. Having started as a simple seaman, in 1588 he 
was part of the fight against the Spanish Armada as a vice-admiral.

Marco Polo (1254 – 1324) was a Venetian merchant, explorer and writer who travelled through Asia along 
the Silk Road between 1271 and 1295. His travels are recorded in The Travels of Marco Polo (also known 
as Book of the Marvels of the World and Il Milione, c. 1300), a book that described to Europeans the 
then-mysterious culture and inner workings of the Eastern world, including the wealth and great size of 
the Mongol Empire and China in the Yuan Dynasty, giving their first comprehensive look into China, 
Persia, India, Japan and other Asian cities and countries.
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
